Please join us for the 2022 Sacramento Point-In-Time (PIT) Count on Wednesday, February 23 – Thursday, February 24! The PIT is a HUD-mandated count of unsheltered persons across the Sacramento region that will give us a snapshot of the number of people experiencing homelessness (PEH) on a given night. The information we gather through street canvassing and short qualitative interviews will help inform federal and local decision making around resources to reduce homelessness in our communities. 

The PIT count is a community-wide effort made possible by the incredible support of many volunteers and partners. Your help is important in capturing this crucial community data. 500 fully vaccinated volunteers are needed for community canvassing or support at the deployment centers. Help us spread the word and sign up today!
